Typically held by a local elected or appointed official 
or planning adjacent staff member whose community 
does not hold a group membership, or a professional 
planner who does not belong to the American Planning 
Association (APA). 

Zoning Administrator / $75
Zoning Administrators (ZAs) perform critical planning 
and zoning duties, and this membership level directly 
supports their responsibilities--especially ZAs who are 
not part of a group membership. It offers planning and 
zoning basics alongside resources targeted to their 
unique enforcement role. 

Group / $775
Designed for municipal planning commissions and 
elected bodies. 12 membership spots allow staff to join, 
too.  Additional members can be included in the group for $60 
per person.

Contributing - $100 / Sustaining - $200 
These upgraded membership categories allow members 
to contribute additional funding to help MAP forward its 
mission.
